
                                            Ontario Turtle Tally: 2014 Data Summary 
 
Since the inception of Ontario Turtle Tally in 2003 a total of 2765 participants have become involved. In 2014, 443 new observers 
joined the program and over 138 “veteran” observers continued to participate! Since January 2014, observers have reported more 
than 1601 records sighting over 5126 individual turtles. Of the records submitted in 2014, 54% reported the location details of 
Species at Risk – a great achievement for turtle conservation in Ontario!
